PLEASE SEE REGISTRATION FORM TO REGISTER FOR THE WEEKEND. 
 
Camping is available on-site in Milnesand.  The Milnesand Community Center has a large 
parking lot to accommodate self contained RVs.  A limited number of electrical hook-ups (but no 
sewer or water hookups) are available for RVs for an additional $30 fee.  Across the road, tent 
sites will be available FREE behind the Kountry Junction General Store in a grassy area.  Toilets 
will be available for all at the local fire station. 
 
Only non-potable water in this area, so please bring all drinking water with you. 
 
The nearest motels are in Tatum, 25 miles south, and Portales, approximately 45 minutes north 
of Milnesand.  You can contact the Portales/Roosevelt County Chamber of Commerce for details 
about room rates and availability at (800) 635-8036 or www.portales.com.  In Portales we found 
rates at the Super 8 for $48 +$12 tax for $60/night or at the Holiday Inn Express for around 
$100.
